This ZIP file contains data and supporting files for viewing the San Francisco Bay pesticide use limitations area using ESRI software. 
After downloading and extracting the files, double click the sfb_use_limitations.mxd file. Be sure all the files are extracted to the same location. Take care to move the data and mxd together as they are linked with relative file paths.  Separating the items will result in broken data sources and will need to be repaired by hand in ArcMap. In addition to the broken file paths, any table relates will be lost.  
To select polygons by Active Ingredient (AI) follow the steps provided here.

1. Double click the sfb_use_limitations.mxd file.  (Ensure you have installed the necessary ESRI software)
2. Select the Source tab, at the bottom of the Layers window (Table of Contents)

3. In the Layers window, right click on the Use_Limitations table and select Open
4. At the bottom the Attributes of Use_Limitations table, click on the Options > Select By Attributes …
5. In the Select by Attributes window, select create a new selection (default) 

6. Double click “AI”, single click the “=” button, and click Get Unique Values, this will display all the Active Ingredients. Double click  the Active Ingredient of interest and click Apply.  
7. In the Attributes of Use_Limitations table, click on the Options > Related Tables > Use_Limitations: new_limit_areas.  Finally, polygons with a limitation for the selected Active Ingredient should now highlighted in your map.
